After the kids
went to their classes, the parents stayed in the fellowship hall and
listened to a panel of coaches talk about the purpose of sports in
a child’s life and ways parents can enhance their child’s sporting
experiences.

Summer Day Camp

226 children representing169 familiesare enrolled in thisyear’s
camp. Needless to say camp is full for the entire summer.$17,500 in
scho larships were issued to children whose parents needed
financial help. What a gift this was to working parents that need
child care during the summer but cannot afford to pay the full
amount! This is Home Missions at its best.

Each day of camp begins with chapel, a Bible lesson and a
time for singinga lot of funsongs. Every morningthe5th and 6th

graders are led in CRST test taking training by Emory University
graduate students while the middle and high school students are
tutored in taking the SAT. Children 13 and up perform service
projects in the community each week. The entire camp goes on
field trips throughout the summer to some of Atlanta’s best
educational and fun spots. A Braves’ game is always a favorite.

Our summer camp has gained quite a reputation in the
community, as you can tell by the number of campers enrolled.
Parents know that their children will reap great benefits from being
here each day in a safe and positive environment.

I want to thank Greg and all his fine workers for their hard
work in our Summer Day Camp. What a responsibility they have
and what a fine job they are doing. They are touching the lives of
manychildrenand parents in our community, for whichI am deeply
grateful.

Youth Camp
Ernie and Preston filled me in on the youth’s most recent trip

to camp in Destin, Florida. They, too, had glowing reports of their
experiences. Ernie said it was one the finest trips he has been on
and a lot of learning and bonding took place among the teenagers.
